Australia - Number of passenger/light commercial vehicles stolen not 

recovered, 2001-2008, by vehicle age
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Impact of Current Regime on Theft

ÅDecline of 20% of all not recovered in 2004 c/w 2001. 

(3,000 vehicles)

ÅDecline of 41% of not recovered 0 - 5 years in 2004 c/w 

2001(1,200 vehicles) > 47% by 2005.

ÅIncrease of 6% of all not recovered in 2008 c/w 2005 

(675 vehicles)

ÅIncrease of 21% of not recovered 0-5 in 2008 c/w 2005 

(347 vehicles)
